(Rules and Regulations of the Society)
Part — (A) - Constitution

Article 1:- Name
This Society, which is registered under the Societies Registration Act 1860 shall be,
cdled the “Society of Petroleum Geoplysicists, India.”

The registered dffice of the society can be dhanged subjed to the Municipa limits of
Dehradun,if the Central Exeautive Body deamsit fit andis stisfied with the dteration o
the office

Articlelll :- Aimsand Objedives

Sedion 1 - To provide a forum for technicd excdlence and tedhndogicd
advancement in the professon d Geophysics for Exploration and Exploitation o
Petroleum deposits; and exchange of views and ideas amongst the Geoscientists.

Sedion 2 - To formulate, monitor and promote norms of professonal ethics for
pradicing Geophysicists.

Sedion 3 - To Institute ledures, seminars, conventions, workshops; and Honarary
Awards, citation etc. to hona and rewmgnize exemplary contributions in the field of
geophysicd prospeding for hydrocarbors.

Sedion 4 - To contribute to the cause of continuing educaion and technicd
advancement of geophysicd professonals and students.

Sedion 5 - To ingtitute technicd journals and aher pulicaions for wider
dissemination d knowledgein the field of exploration geophysics.

Sedion 6 - To promote and foster reseach into important aspeds of the
geophysicd techndogies.

Sedion 7 - To exchange knowledge with fellow Geophysicists and professonal
from various universities, sister disciplines and through ather similar Societies in India
and abroad.
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Sedion 8 - To undertake dl such adivities as are onduwctive to the ams and
objedives of the Society.

ArticlelV:- Membership
Sedion 1- The membership o the Society shall consist of persons or institutions
concerned with geophysicd adivities and qualified in acordance with the rules and

regulations of the Society, and provision made in Bylaws.

Sedion 2 - Various clasgficaions of the membership and the qualificaions there
of shall be established by the Bylaws of the Society.

Article V:- Code of Ethics

Sedion 1 - Membership o any class $all be wntingent uponconformancewith
the established principle of professona ethics.

Sedion 2 - Honesty, integrity, loyalty, fairness impartiadity, fidelity to trust, and
inviolability of confidence ae incumbent uponevery member as professonal obligations.

Sedion 3 - Members dal not make false, misleading or unwarranted
statements, representation a clams in regards to professona matters, na shall they
engage in false or deceptive alvertising.

Sedion 4 - Members dal not falsely or maiciously attempt to injure the
reputation d others.

Sedion 5 - Members $all endeasor to cooperate with athers in the professon
and shall encourage the @hicd disseemination o geoscientific knowledge.

Article VI :- Finances
Sedion 1- The Society isanon gofit organization.

Sedion 2 — The members of the Society, and its office beaers dal nat receve
any remuneration a other benefits in money from the Society.

Sedion 3 — The Society may accept grants, doretions and subventions from
central and state Government, pulic sedor organizations, private sedor organizations,
other institutions and individuals. These may be incorporated in the general funds of the
Society or utili zed for any spedfic purpose for which they are eamarked by the donas,
in pusuit of the ams and ohedives of the Society.

Article VIl :- Governing body
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Sedion 1- The Governing Body of this Society shall be

Sedion 2 —
@ General Body consists of al the members of Society.
(b) The Central Exeautive Body shall consists of
(1) President 1
(2) Sr.VicePresident 1
(3) VicePresident 1
(4) Seaetary 1
(5) Joint Seaetary 2
(6) Treasurer 1
(7) Exeautive Members 6
(8) Advisors 2
NOTE: President and Seaetary of the previous Centra Exeautive Body
shall be nominated to Central Exeautive Body as Advisors.
(9)Presidents of Regiona Sedions.

(c) Courxil of the Society shall consist of al the members of the Central
Exeautive Body, and Seaetary of ead Regional Sedion.

Sedion 3 - The manner of seledion, the terms of office the spedfic duties,
resporsibiliti es, and other matters relevant to such bodes $all be & provided in the
Bylaws of the Society.

Sedion 4 - Any resporsibiliti es, and authority of the management of the dfairs
of the Society not otherwise spedfied shall be reserved to the Courrcil of the Society.

Sedion 5 - Unless otherwise provided by the nstitution and/or Bylaws all
adions by General Body, Courcil of the Society and Central Exeautive Body shall
require amajority vote of the members present.

Article VIl : - Regional Sedions

Sedion 1 + The Society may establish Regional Sedions as provided in the
Bylaws, at places where there ae twenty (20) or more adive members of the Society and
whojointly expressadesire to form such asedion.

Sedion 2 - The internal affairs of such sedion shal be administered by eat
Regional Sedion consistent with the ams and oljedives of the Society.

Sedion 3 £ Each Regional sedion shall asgst in carying out the objedives of the
Society.
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Sedion 4 - Affiliation with a Regional Sedion may be disolved as provided in
the Bylaws.

Article X :- Student Sedions

In keguing with the ams and oledives of the Society, the formation o student
sedions at reaognized unversities or coll eges where Geophysics is taught as subjed shall
be encouraged by the Society.

Article X :- Meetings

Sedion 1 - The Society shal hdd at lesst one meding of the members in two
yeas. This meding shall be known as “Generad Body Meding’. The time and daceof
the General Body meding and Courcil meding shall be designated by the Courcil of the
Society.

Sedion 2 - The Society shall also hdd a meding of the Courcil of the Society
oncein two yeas.

Sedion 3 + Additional medings of the Society may be cdled by the Courcil of
the Society.

Article XI - Committees

Sedion 1- Courxil of the Society shall have the aiuthority to establish permanent
or ad-hoc committees for such puposes as may be deamed fit to further the ams and
objedives of the Society, and to co-ordinate more dfedively the adivities within the
Society.

Sedion 2 £+ The Compasition, role and resporsibility of the committees are laid
down in the Bylaws.

Article Xll :- Office Setup

Sedion 1 - The Centra Exeautive Body may employ an Exeautive Diredor,
Office Manager and staff for the Society and the remuneration and aher compensations,
if necessary, from Society’s fund.

Sedion 2 + The Exeautive Diredor shall perform such duies as the Central

Exeautive Body may assgn and shall be resporsible to the Centra Exeautive Body for
the performance of these duties.
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Sedion 3 = The Centra Exeautive Body may discharge the Exeautive Diredor,
Office Manager or any staff appanted by it any time, withou any liability, whatsoever,
onthe part of the Society.

Article Xl :- Foundation

Courxil of the Society shal have the aithority to establish SRG Foundition,
through solicitation d contributions, to encourage and suppart geoescientific, educational
and charitable adivities of benefit to person invalved in studying, teading, reseach o
pradicing geophysics.

Article X1V: - Disposition of Assts

Sedion 1 - Disolution d the Society and dsposal of the property of the
dissolved Society will be dore under sedion 13& 14 d the Societies Registration Act,
1860and amendments thereof.

Sedion 2 - (Sedion 13 d the Societies Registration ad, 1860 Any number not
lessthan threex fifths (3/5) of the members of any Society may determine that it shall be
disolved, thereuponit shal be disolved forthwith, o at the time then agreed upon,and
al necessary steps dhal be taken for the disposal and settlement to the property of the
Society, its claims and li abiliti es, acarding to the rules of said Society applicable thereto,
if andif naot, then as the governing body shall find expedient, provided that, onthe event
of any dispute aising among said governing body or the members of the Society, the
adjustment of its affairs dal be referred to the principal court of origina civil
jurisdiction d the district in which the diief building of the Society is stuated and the
court shall make such order in the matter asit shall deem requisite.

Sedion 3 + (Sedion 14 ¢ Societies Registration ad, 1860.

Upon dslution, nomember may receve profits. If uponthe disolution d any Society
registered unde this ad there shall remain, after the satisfadion d al its debts and
li abiliti es, and poperty whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to or distributed among
the members of the said Society or any of them, bu shall be given to some other Society,
to be determined by the votes of not lessthan three = fifth (3/5) of the member present
personally or by proxy at the time of the disolution a., in default thereof, by such court
as aforesaid in Sedion 2.

Article XV :- Bylaws

Section 1 = The Courcil shall make Bylaws, as it deans necessary, for the proper
management of the dfairs of the Society. The Bylaws must not be in conflict with the
constitution in acerdancewith the procedure laid dowvn in this article.
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Article XVI: Amendments

Sedion 1 - General Body may amend by way of addition, veriation a reped any
provision d this constitution in acerdancewith the procedure laid dowvn in this article.

Sedion 2 £ Amendments to this constitution may be made by a two-third (2/3)
majority vote of the members of this Society present and vading in the General Body
meding.

Sedion 3 + Such amendments may be proposed by the foll owing
@ Resolution by the Courcil of the Society or Centra
Exeautive mmmittee
(b) Resolution by a Speda Constitutiona Committee
appanted by the President.
(© A propasal in writing signed by any fifty (50) members of
the Society.
Sedion 4 - The Centra Exeautive Committee shall cause the anendments to be
pulished in the journal of the Society.

Article 1:- Membership

Sedion 1 —Membership in this Society shall consist of

(d) Student member
(e Honarary member
® Institutional member

Sedion 2 (a) Definition of term “Member”
Unless otherwise expresdy provided in these Bylaws, the term
“Member” shall refer only to adive, life and honeary members. Only such members
may sponsor membership applications, or refer to themselves as members of the Society.
However, only Active members and Life members can hdd office and vae in Society
affairs.

Sedion 2 (b) Definition of term “Member in goad standing’
Unless otherwise expresdy provided in these Bylaws, the term
“Member in good standing” shall refer to Life member and orly those Active Members
who have paid upall their duestill the end d previous yea to the Society in acordance
totheruleslaid down in Bylaws.
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Sedion 3 —Active member:-

Any person engaged in the pradice or teating of Geophysics may
apply for Active membership, provided the @plicant hods a Masters degree in
Geophysics/Physics or related scientific or engineeing discipline from a
University/Coll ege of acceptable acalemic standards and in addition hes had threeyeas
of experiencein the pradice or teading of geophysics or related scientific or engineaing
discipline. Credit for experience ca be curnted asfoll ows:

Masters degree- one (1) yea: Doctors Degree+two (2) yeas. The
central Exeautive Body may waive degreeor current professonal adivity requirements if
in its judgement an applicant had adequate professonal experience and hes attained
standing in the professon.

Sedion 4 - Life member
Any personis qualified to become Active member may apply for the membership.
Sedion 5- Assciate Member:-

Any person who is a Graduate of a University/College of accetable acaemic
standard and who is interested in the adivities of the Society may apply for Asciate
Membership of the Society.

Sedion 6 — Student Member:-

Any Post Graduate student studying in Geophysics / Physics or related scientific
or engineeaing discipline may apply for student membership. Student member may naot
be required to pay any membership fee

Sedion 7 - Honorary Member:-

Honaary members shal be thase Active members of this ciety who have
contributed dstinguished service to the caise of petroleum geophysics.  Such
determination shall be made by the Courcil of the Society or a ammmittee gpanted for
the purpose. Honarary members dhall not be required to pay membership dues.

The number of such Honaary members sall be limited to 12twelve)
Sedion 8 —Institutional Member:-

Any Institute or Organization engaged in geophysicd exploration, geophysicd
reseach o a related field, o in furnishing services or products, used in geophysicd
exploration/reseach o has an adive interest and credentials in suppating the ams and
objedives of the Society.

Sedion 9 — Patron and Chief Patron
Any person belonging to any Government Organizatior/Public/Private Sedor
Organization, a any other Organization a any Individual of high professona and /or
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social standing whose asciation with the Society is considered by the Courcil of
Society to enhancethe status and standing of the Society.

Sedion 10+ Eledion to Membership

Candidate for admisson as member shall submit a formal applicaion on an
applicaion form authorized by the Central Exeautive Body. Centra Exeautive Body
after due mnsideration shall i nform the goplicant to the dedion d membership.

Sedion 11 - Resignation

Any member of whatever classficaion may resign to any time from the Society:
such resignation shall be in writing and shall be dfedive only if is accepted by the
Central Exeautive Body.

Sedion 12+ L ossof Membership Rights

Any member of whatever classficaion who resigns or who forfeits membership
for nonpayments of dues or who is expelled for ethicd reason ceases to have ay right in
the Society and ceases to incur further indebtednessto the Society.

Sedion 13- Reinstatement

Any person who hes resigned, o who hes forfeited membership for non-payment
of dues, uniessexpelled for ethicd reasons, may be reinstated by the Centra Exeautive
Body, upon fulfillment of such requirements as may be established by the Centrd
Exeautive Body.

Articlell : - Central Exeautive Body
Sedion 1 - President

The President shall be the Chief Exeautive Officer of this Society. The President
shall be Spokesman for the Society on al matters petaining to the puldic; shall appant
Board of Diredors of SRG foundhtion, shall appant the members of all committees
within the limits prescribed in the @nstitution and Bylaws; shal appant delegates to
cooperating organization to represent the Society; shall serve a Chairman o the council
and Central Exeautive Body. The President shall preside over al medings of the General
body, Courcil and Central Exeautive Body. He shall dired, guide and co-ordinate the
exeaution d various adivities of the Society.

Sedion 2- Sr.VicePresident

The Sr. Vice president shall perform the duties of the President in the asence or
inability of the President to serve. The Sr. Vice President shall assume the office of
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president in case of vacancy for any cause in that office and shall perform such duies as
may be asdgned by the President or by the Courcil of the Society or Central Exeautive
Body. He shall be so naminated and authorized by the Central Exeautive Body and in
such an eventuality designated as the working President.

Sedion 3 +VicePresident

The Vice President shall exercise such duies, from time to time, as may be
assgned by the President or Courcil of the Society or Central Exeautive Body.

Sedion 4 + The Seaetary shall be resporsible for recording the adions for the
Courcil and Central Exeautive Body; shal keg posssson d the wrporate sed and
affix the same and perform other duties as may be asgned by the President or the
Courcil and/or Central Exeautive Body of the society. Seaetary shall be resporsible for
corresponcence between the Society and its members, and all other agencies as and when
required. He shoud also asdst in condwct of all the meding of the society. He shall
record and issue the minutes of the medings of the society. He shall issie ndices
convening the medings in pusuance of the curcil and/or Central Exeautive Body
resolutions. He shall aso be resporsible for al such adivities as may be speaaly
assgned to him by the President or Courcil and/or Central Exeautive Body.

The Secaetary shall be aithorized to incur and expenditure not exceealing Rs. 500-
(Rupess five hunded orly) on any occasion nd exceealing Rs 2500- per month to fulfill
the objedives as mentioned Article Il of the Constitution. He shall obtain the gpproval
for the expenditure in the next meding of central exeautive body.

Sedion 5 - Joint Secredary

The Joint Seaetary shall perform the duties of the Seaetary in the asence or
inability of the Seaetary to serve; and shall perform such duties as may be assgned by
the President or by the Courcil of the society or Central Exeautive Body.

Sedion 6 + Treasurer

The Treasurer shall have the astody of the cah recepts and shall maintain
proper acouns of the Society and shall be resporsible to the Courcil for proper
rendering of income and expenditure acours.

He may ke an imprest not excealding Rs. 5000- (Rupess five thousand only) at
any given time for any emergency expenditure need by the seaetary. Except for the
impress amourt of Rs. 5000/- surplus cash, if any, with him shal be deposited in a
scheduled bank approved by the Central Exeautive Body.

It shall be his duty to get the Annual Acoourts audited well before the aanuel
meding of the Genera Body, and ddiver the same through the Seaetary for being
incorporated in the Society’s Annual report. In the asence of the Treasurer or inability
to function on a day today basis from Dehradun, the Central Exeautive Body may
nominate and authorize an Active Member to perform his duties and he shal be
designated as the Working Treasurer
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Sedion 7 = Bank acaount in the name of the Society shall be operated by any two
of the threeoffice beaers of the namely (1) President (2) Seaetary (3) Treasurer

Sedion 8 tTermsof Office
The terms of Office of the Courcil and Central Exeautive Body will be 2 (two)
yeasduration.

Sedion 9 + Eledion
a) The Centra Exeautive Body of the Society shall nominate foll owing
committees to cary out the dedion pocedure of the dedion d
Central Exeautive Body, for the next term in a democratic way.
i) Nomination Committee
ii) Central Eledion Committee

b) Nomination Committee

The nomination committee shall be compaosed of Chairman and at lest five other
members including convener. Regional sedions either President/Seaetary, shoud
be given duwe representation in the Nomination committee The committeeshoud
nominate candidates for the post of President, in a democratic way, from only
those members of the Society in good standing, whose contributions to petroleum
geophysics as well as to the Society of Petroleum Geophysicists are very well
known. The cmmitteemust also seaure the consent of all candidates nominated.

o)) Central Eledion Committee

The Central Eledion Committee shall consist of the members from Dehradun
only. This committeeshall cary out the dedion procedure for the post of President, in
case two o more candidates are nominated by the nominations committee and for
eleding the office beaers from Dehradun. The senior most member of the cmmmittee
shall be designated as Returning Officer.
Ead Regiona sedion shall also constitute a Regional Eledion Committee on similar
linesto cary out procedure for the dedion d officebeaersin their respedive Sedions.

d) Election Procedure:
1. For the post of President, al the members Associate/Active/Life of the Society
in goodstanding shall be entitled to cast their vote.

2. For the dedion d Office Beaersfor Dehradunand various Regional Sedions,

only thase members of the Society Associate/Active/Life in good standing who are
stationed at respedive places al be entitled to cast their vote.

8. Advisors: Past President and Seaetary.

Sedion 10 - Courcil of the Society consisting of al the members of Central
Exeautive Body and Seaetary of ead Regiona sedion shall be mnstituted.

Sedion 11- In case, any member of the Central Exeautive Body ceases to be its
member, the President from amongst the member of Genera body may fill up the
vacancy. However, in case the ceaing member held the office of Seaetary or Treasurer
the vacacy shall be filled from amongst the deded exeautive members of Central
Exeautive Body.

Sedion 12+ Resignation

Any member of the centra Exeautive Body may resign at any time, submitting
the resignation in writing to the President. Such resignation shall only be dfediveif it is
accepted by the Central Exeautive Body. However, after resigning from the Central
Exeautive Body, the person may continue & the member of the Society.

Sedion 13+ Expulsion

If a member of Centra Exeautive Body, who either do nd attend three
conseautive Central Exeautive Body Medings without prior approval of the President or
don't follow the @mde of ethics and/or constitution d the Society, shall be expelled by a
two third (2/3") majority vote of the central Exeautive Body.

Annual General Body meding shall transact the foll owing:

Sedion 1 + Receve and adopt the aanual report of the exeautive and audited
acours of the Society for the financial yea ending March as circulated by the seaetary.
The auditor will be seleded by Central Exeautive Body.

Sedion 2 + Suggest a plan of Activities and pdicies for implementing by the
Courxil in the forthcoming yeas.

Sedion 3 + To take up, with the permisson d the Chair, any other matter, urged
by any member or office beaer, having a beaing on the objeds on the rules and
regulations of the Society.

Sedion 4 - Notice cdling Annual Genera Body Meding shall clealy mention
the date, time and venue of the proposed meding in pusuance to a resolution to that
effed by the Courcil and such ndice shall be delivered o sent through pcst to eath
member at his/her recorded address

ArticlelV :- Duties of the Council of the Society

Sedion 1 = Unless otherwise expresdy provided in the Constitution and/or
Bylaws, the Courcil of Society shal have general exeautive control and management of
the dfairs and funds of this Society; these shall include, bu nat be limited to; designation
of time and daceof the Genera Body Meting and meding of the Courcil of the Society,
Acceating, creaing and administering funds for purpose provided under the cnstitution
and Bylaws of this Society and performing such ather administrative duties as required to
acomplish the ams and oljedives of the Society.

Section 2 + The Courxcil shall aso serve @& an apped authority in al matters
involving grievance procealings and pofessond certification d members.

Sedion 3 + The Courcil shall have sole resporsibility and authority for all
matters involving the external affairs of the Society.

Sedion 4 - The Courcil shall consider the income and expenditure acouns of
the Society as placal beforeit by the Treasurer.

ArticleV :- Duties of the Central Exeautive Body

shall have full authority, subjed only to the prior approval of the courcil, to exercise dl
powers of the Courril .

(c) An Extraordinary meding of the Genera Body may be cdled on
written requisition to the Courcil made and signed by at least 1/3
of the members of the Genera Body. The curcil shal be bound
to hdd the requisitioned extraordinary meding within 21 dys
from the date of the requisition, after giving 7 days naticeto al the
members.

(d) An extraordinary meeing of the General Body may aso be cdled
by the Central Exeautive Body through the Seaetary in pusuance
of aresolution pas=ed to that effed at a meding of the courcil,
giving 7 days naticeto al the members.

(e) The etraordinary meding shall be @nduwted as per the rules
spedfied herewith for the Ordinary General Body Meding.

Sedion 2 + Council meding.

)] A meding of the Courcil shall be held every yea preferably
during the first quarter of the financial yea.

i) The adual time and daceof the meding shall be designated by the
Courxil .
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iii) At the cdl of President or mgjority of the Courcil members, and
after written ndicesto all Council members, the Courcil may med
at any time.

Sedion 3 - Central Exeautive Body Meeting.

@ The Centra Exeautive Committee shall med immediately before
this meding of the General Body, Courcil and such aher times
during the yea and at such places as designated by Centra
Exeautive Body and at the cdl of the President.

Sedion 4 = Quorum
@ For General Body Meetings.

(1) The quaum for a meding of the Genera Body will be on third (1/3)
of the members Associate/Active onroll. In case of ladk of quarum,
the meding shall be held within 15 dys after giving 7 days naticeto
a the members. No Quorum shall be necessary for such adjourned
meding.

(i) All the matters at the General Body shall be dedded by majority of
the votes of the members present, except that if any amendments or
ateration to the memorandum or the rules and regulations are
dedded, there shall have to be two third (2/3) maority of the
members present.
