achieve these goals. Mr Sinha also dwelled upon the 
fact that the average age of scientists/ 
engineers/technologists involved with the exploration 
industry is 45-48 years and in another decade or so 
they would all retire so both the bodies should reach 
out Universities and Institutes which teach these 
subject and train students towards taking up petroleum 
exploration as a career option. This ought to be done on 
a total non commercial basis and strengths of 
superannuated and serving geoscientists be drawn upon to 
achieve this objectives. He reiterated that he would 

continue support to SPG, India and 
APG by being more directly involved 

in their activities. He thanked both the societies for taking 
initiatives in developing contacts with universities. Both  SPG, 
India and APG presented a Fossili zed Wood from Lathi 
Formation, Jaisalmer Basin, Rajasthan to Mr Sinha and a statue 
of Lord Ganesha to Mrs Sinha.
